Remploy Factory, Wind Road, Glanrhyd is on Friday 9th July from 12 noon. Apart 

from the invited guests to say thankyou for help to get us there (funders and 

contractors), we hope to confirm different demonstrations and presentations all 

afternoon. From wood turning, carving and sculpting, chainsaw carving, 10 Green 

Bottles with their recycled stained glass, quilting, Tools For Self Reliance, 

recycling activity for children, refreshments and more. We will display for sale 


many of our recycled items including planters, bird boxes, and treasure chests, 


various garden tools and also have some refurbished furniture.  
We will also be at the annual Gwyl Festival (organised by Communities First) at Ystradgynlais Rugby Club on the Saturday 17th July from 12 noon. It promises to be a more family oriented fun filled day this year. We just need the weather to go with it.
Libanus Mountain Centre, Brecon have their annual Craft Fayre from Saturday 28th August through to Bank Holiday Monday afternoon. FREE and open to all it is a great celebration of home made Welsh crafts and local food and drink, and if you haven’t been before, you really should. Plenty to see and do all weekend in a lovely centre with many facilities.

Hope to meet up with at least some of you at one show or another over the summer. If anyone wants to come with us, to help out and enjoy some free time too, just let me know. We can always do with stall helpers at the outdoor events and refreshment help serving tea and coffee at our indoor activities.
The Volunteer Centre officially moved the recycling projects into the old Remploy factory site at the beginning of April 2010 to start work. We took on a lease from 1st March and had contractors in for several weeks updating the electrics, and health and safety, etc. We incorporated as a company limited by guarantee on 15th February as Antur Ystradgynlais Enterprises Limited. This gives the Volunteer Centre as a charity some security separately to the company who will undertake the responsibility of the site in its own right. As a community recycling centre we want to offer projects that involve local recycling opportunities which we are starting with tools and wood. If you want to visit, or have any comments or ideas of what we could do and how to do it, call in and let us know. The site is open Monday – Friday 8am-1pm at the moment. We hope to be able to offer more later on.

One of the first things we have on offer is a WEA course in Basic Health and Safety skills within a woodworking environment. Five weeks training on Wednesday afternoons 1.30-4.30pm from 16th June, this is an OCN accredited course and ideal to add to a CV. So if you know anyone who wants to come and learn more please ask them to come and join us next Wednesday at the Remploy Site at 1.30pm. There is a fee but if you are unemployed, of pensionable age or in receipt of benefit the rate is only 30p an hour, if you are working it is £1.40 an hour. Mostly affordable I hope.
